Textbook
A good supplementary reading for students could be the text Queen Victoria (1819-190) (see Appendix 2). There are seven short texts about Queen Victoria‟s life from her youth until her death. It is a good reading for a student who is interested in the subject. After the text there are text-based exercises in part A addressing text comprehension.

In exercise 3 p. 9  there is a list of years and then comes a text where students will find information about these years. It is a short and interesting text and, therefore, well understandable for the slower student. He can read the text sentence by sentence and translate it, which gives him the feeling of success. This is a text-based exercise but a supplementary task like the following one (Workman 2011) could be more interesting and varied. It is a good exercise to practice ways of saying numbers: the teacher writes some numbers and numerals on the board and the students have to read them out loud. Numbers very often make difficulties for students and, thus, they require repetition by most students. An alternative is that the teacher gives out to each student a copy of a worksheet with very different numbers on them, like dates, percentages, prices, years etc. The students discuss how to pronounce each number and check the answers. The teacher asks students the following six questions. The six numbers they have been discussing are the answers to the questions. 

1.What is the postcode of the Buckingham Palace? 

2.What is the population of Australia? 

3.How high is the tallest building of the world (Burj Khalifa in Dubai)? 

4.What percentage of the world´s population lives in China? 

5.How much does it cost to fly to London? 

6.What is the telephone number of Madame Tussauds in London? 

To illustrate the questions the teacher can show postcards or pictures on the internet.

Exercise 5 is about prepositions. This activity has to do with the revision of well known prepositional phrases which the students have to know by heart. They need to revise the prepositions from time to time. However, to make it more interesting using visual aids is a recommended approach. There is an interesting worksheet Where are the mice? with 16 mice in the kitchen (Workman 2011). The students have to say, where they use eight prepositions. On the other side of the worksheet there are pictures, where different situations are depicted. As an explanation there are sentences and phrases with prepositions of place and movement (e.g. the lamp is above the table, into the pool etc.). 

Since the students with autism are good visual learners, they can acquire prepositions easier this way.
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
